What to bring to the hospital
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A hospital stay will likely leave you stressed. So the last thing you want to worry about is personal items. That's why you
should know ahead of time what to bring. Tim Ditman of OSF HealthCare has more.
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Doctor Kurt Bloomstrand works in the emergency department at OSF. He says a hospital will provide basics like clothes,
toiletries, blankets and food. But you can bring your own versions.

You should also have basic health information written down — like insurance, allergies, and legal orders.
